1. File formatted as *.doc or *.docx
2. Font: Times New Roman; font size: 12 pt

3. Margins: 2 cm (on every side)

4. Spacing: single.

Text, text, text.
Notes and bibliography should be styled as follows:

1. References to the scholarship within the main text body should be enclosed in round brackets (parentheses), indicating the author’s family name (as written in the publication cited) or the publication’s shortened title (if it does not have author), publication year, note to the page, figure, or plate (Henderson, 2000. P. 50).

2. Bibliography should be given in alphabetical order. Following the family name and initials, there comes the publication year and, then, information on bibliographic data according to the title page of the publication. Works of the same author should be placed in chronological order. If there are references to the works by the same author published in the same year, the bibliographic list and the main text body should supply the year with letters in alphabetical order.
